VISA REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PASSPORT HOLDERS OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA
 
1.    Passport holders of the Republic of Serbia are required to have a valid   
       Malaysian visa prior to their entry to Malaysia.

2.	Visa application can be submitted at the Embassy of Malaysia in Belgrade, any working day from 9.00am to 11.30am. The processing time is at least three (3) working days, should all the required documents are in order. In order to schedule a visa appointment please call our office number +381 11 2662 736 at any working day from 9.00am to 4.00pm.

3.    To apply for the Malaysian visa, the applicants are required to submit 
       the following documents: 
 
A. For Single Entry Visa (SEV):

· Original Passport.

· One (1) copy of the completed IM.47 application form (please print the form on both sides of A4 paper - https://www.imi.gov.my/wp-content/uploads/2022/02/Borang-Permohonan-Visa.pdf 

· One (1) photocopy of the first page of the applicant's passport (please be reminded that the passport needs to be valid for not less than six (6) months upon the date of arrival and has at least one empty page).

· One (1) passport size photograph (3.5 cm X 5.0 cm) of the applicant with white background.

· A photocopy of the applicant’s return air ticket (including all destinations and stops)

· Visa fee of RSD 700.00 (please bring the exact cash amount)

· A hotel reservation slip(s)

· Travelers are advised to purchase a medical insurance and travelling            insurance.

(Applicants on business trip to Malaysia as well as those staying with friends/relatives are required to enclose a letter of invitation together with their visa application).
 
B. For Multiple Entry Visa (MEV):

· All the supporting documents required for Single Entry Visa (enlisted above).

· Short written Statement of Explanation describing the reasons for applying for Multiple Entry Visa (MEV).

· Air ticket reservation showing at least 2 entries to Malaysia (or written Statement of Intention to enter Malaysia more than once). 

· Travelers are advised to purchase a medical insurance and travelling insurance.

5.    Arrival Announcement – Malaysia Digital Arrival Card (MDAC)

· Beginning 1 December 2023, all travelers are required to register their arrival and submit their Malaysia Digital Arrival Card (MDAC) three (3) days before arriving in Malaysia, except for:

I. Diplomatic and Official passport holders;

II. Those transiting/ transferring through Singapore without seeking immigration clearance; 

III. Malaysia Permanent Resident; and

IV. Malaysia Automated Clearance System (MACS) Holder.

· Upon arrival, the MDAC information must be presented to the Immigration Officer at the immigration counter.
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
